Grammatical Range and Accuracy refers to the range and the accurate and appropriate use
of the candidate’s grammatical resource.

The key indicators of grammatical range are the length and complexity of the spoken
sentences, the appropriate use of subordinate clauses, and the range of sentence structures,
especially to move elements around for information focus.

The key indicators of grammatical accuracy are the number of grammatical errors in a given
