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Abstract

It is clearly stated in CPC’s Central Committee’s Proposals on Formulating the 12th
Five-year plan for National Economy and Social Development passed by CPC’s Fifth
Plenary Session of the Seventeenth Central Committee that in the future the economy
and society should be developed in a sound and fast way with the principle of adopting a
scientific development idea and fastening the transforming of the development model.
