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Abstract

come to light after extensive in-depth review and study.

Both the main report as well as the survey data analyses have evidentl)} attested that
after conquered the negative effects of the global financial crisis, Beijing enjoyed a
smooth, healthy developing in society, with the newly established civic policies, public
health and education reformation, social security improvement, lower unemployment
rates and better public security. However the contradiction between population size
with resources, management and environment is still obvious. Inflation, real estate
prices are still at high level even after the state control and reversion policies. We are in
need for better social management and creativity.

The report includes three sections, namely “Social Structure”, “Social Development” ,
and “Social Construction”.

In 2010 Beijing has clearly stated the problem for population control. The reports
have suggested controlling the population at a level harmonious with economical, social,
resource and environmental status. Beijing has focused on the demand by Chinese
central government about “Regulation and control of population of Metabolizes” , in
order to better serving Beijing as the capital, and to establish herself as an example of
other large cities in China. Registered population has experienced a lower growing
curve; most of the couples at maternal ages prefer one child. Surveys have shown that
about half of the married women who worked in Beijing but not registered in Beijing
are living with their family members. Their biggest wish is to stable the work and to
reunite with their children in Beijing. The faster pace of urbanization around the suburb
and fast climb of real estate price has make them feeling more and more difficulty to stay
in Beijing. At the same time of controlling population size, it’s also equally important to
increase the quality of population. Highly educated females in Beijing are suggesting
same retirement ages for both men and women. Population aging might also pose a
severe problem. The government has established “ Nine policies for the elderly and

disabled” , which is a positive response to this challenge and needs to be improved.



Harmonious is the cornerstone of harmonious society and this report has suggested the
current status of harmonious families in Beijing.

2010 is the last year of the “Eleventh Five-Year Plan”. In this period Beijing has
seen large increase in income, but larger inequality as well. Consuming structure varies
greatly; privately owned automobiles has soon become common among citizens, living
expense greatly increased and is now the single largest factor affecting living quality.
Income is growing but for years at a lower speed than the GDP growth, and only 25%
of the worker is satisfactory with their current income, especially in restaurant, service,
home service and construction areas. The limits resources from income and a lack of
social security have make them feel like living at the bottom stratum of the society. We
suggest adjusting the minimum wage level accordingly to 40% of the average wage of
the city, which is a common practice globally, usually set around 40% —60% .

If one would quantify the social development level, Beijing would score 40 in
a 0 —100 scale with 100 being the best city in the world. She still has a long way to go
to improve quality of the population, increase income, emphasize on cultural
construction and improve infrastructure. There is a paper in this report argues that
Beijing needs to treat non-registered population with an open mind, better the service
towards them, and welcome to come and live and work in Beijing.

In the process of urban-rural merging new methods need to be discovered on how
to trade rural land to money, real estate, job and social security. Urban rejuvenation
problems need to be solved in newly built urban area, and new ideas and propaganda
need to be studied. Creativity has shown its way around the social construction
including management, social organization and new economy Party building.

Anti-corruption is also discussed in the report exclusively. The current status of
crime prevention and adolescent working call for new suggestions. Ethnic clusters are
also studied and it has shown that ethnicity has been relatively stable in Beijing. Ethnic
characteristics interwoven with social strata have been proposed unconventionally. The
creative cultural space has been researched in the example of the interaction between
Beijing 798 Art Zone and the surrounding urban development.

The last chapter is the Chronicle of Social Events in Beijing, aiming at leaving

traces in the history for Beijing’s social development.
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
