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Abstract

Some further progresses have been made in the re-
search of its connotation and significant experience, propelling study on sinicized
Marxism, the popularization of Marxism and turning Marxism into contemporary era,
and the contribution of the historical figures of the CPC on study of sinicized Marx-
ism.
