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Abstract

The city of Ye was an important capital of the Wei, Jin,
Southern and Northern Dynasty. [t was subsequently the
capital during the time of Cao Wei, Later Zhao, Ran Wei,
Former Yan, Eastern Wei and Northern Qi. It was also a
famous political, economic and cultural centre situated in
the Heluo Area. So far, however, there are few researches
on this critical city, nor on its culture.

During the Jian’an Period, Ye had attracted a
constellation of literati to live and write, inspiring the
prosperity of literature. Thereafter, the theme of the Ye had
been passed on till the Qing Dynasty and could be found in
large amount of literary writings, mostly in form of poem or
prose. Such phenomenon deserves better understanding and
in-depth analysis.

This thesis will make use of the historical,
geographical, regional and literal resources to explore the
historical development of Ye and the artistic features of
poems and Fu composed from the Han-Wei-Six Dynasties
related to theme of the Capital Ye.
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
