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A Brief Introduction

By reviewing Yanfu’s life and achievements, e. g. introdu-
cing works of Western social sciences into Modern China and sav-
ing the nation by education, this book revaluates Yan’s political
involvement such as in the peace negotiations between North Chi-
na and Scuth China in 1911.

Based upon the study of Yan’s guidelines of reform, political
orientation , as well as his views on education, culture and mission-
ary cases, the author endeavours to illuminate the characteristics
and cultural origins of Yan’s thoughts. Meanwhile, an appraisal of
the merits and demerits of his thoughts is also given. In addition
this book reveals the features and value of Yan’s translations, and
his unique role in introducing Western knowledge into Modern
China , through positive analyses of Tian-yan lun ( Evolution and
Ethics) ,Yuan-fu( The Wealth of Nations), Qun-zue yi-yan( The
Study of Sociology) ,Qun-ji quan-jie lun( On Liberty) ,etc.
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
