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Wa ng GUO'Tong An erhu master, and music educator. He learnt erhu under Chen Zhenauo
and Jiang Fengzhi, disciples of the distinguished folk musician Liu Tianhua. Wang has been a well-known
figure in the world of erhu music since the 1960’s. His innovative playing of Capriccio of the Sanmen
George was hailed as “having developed a new style in erhu playing” and “setting a milestone for erhu
performance.” He has been invited to give lectures and to perform in more than thirty countries and regions
all over the world. The orchestras he has collaborated with include the BBC Scottish Symphony Orchestra,
the Kwansi Symphony Orchestra of Japan, the Singapore Symphony Orchestra, the China Broadcast Symphony
Orchestra, the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra, the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra, the Macau Chinese
Orchestra and the Taipei City Chinese Orchestra. He has given numerous erhu concerts and exhibition
lectures in Hong Kong and Mainland China. He composed hundreds of erhu music and practicing pieces
and has over thirty recordings. His major publications are Scale Practice for the Erhu, Velocity Exercise for
the Erhu, 300 Basic Erhu Practicing Pieces, Artistic Performing Requirements for Nine Erhu Pieces, Liu
Tianhua Erhu Music with Wang Guo-Tong Performing Notes & Explanations, A Collection of Popular Erhu
Pieces (Books 1, 2 and 3, compiling a total of 450 pieces), Wang Guo-Tong Erhu Publications, “Reflection of
the Moon on the Erquan Spring - Wand Guo-Tong, Ray Wong Erhu Concert Live Broadcast DVD and Music,
attached with Chinese and world Classics, folklore and popular performing music” plus twenty other

works.

Wang has created, in collaboration with Man Ruixing, the square and round erhu, the low-register thick-
stringed erhu and the flat octagonal gaohu. These three inventions won him the Technical Achievement
Award from the Ministry of Culture in China and were included in a A Pictorial Book on Chinese Musical
instruments. In recognition of his outstanding contribution to the art of erhu, he was awarded the title
"Outstanding Young Contributor at National Level” by the Chinese Government in 1992. With his artistic
achievements, he is listed in Who's Who in Contemporary Chinese Culture and the Arts, Portraits of Famous
Persons in Arts in Chinese and Overseas, A Dictionary of Chinese Artists, and the Book of World Celebrities

- Cambridge Centre, UK.

Wang was formerly the Erhu Principal and Artistic Director of Chinese Orchestra of China Broadcast
Company (1972-1983), Professor and Head of the Music Department of the Central Conservatory (1983-
1992), and Head of the Department of Chinese Music of the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts (1992-
2004). Currently he is the President of the Hong Kong Arts Centre, Director of Beijing Wang Guo-Tong Erhu
Arts Center, Visiting Professor of the Central Conservatory of Music, Music Advisor for the Leisure and Cultural
Services Department of Hong Kong, Artistic Advisor for China Recordings and Advisor for the Erhu Society

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Ray Wong Wong is a versatile erhu artist with a rich repertoire that comprises works of
different composers, covering traditional and modern music. Wong's erhu styles and techniques
are greatly influenced by his father, the celebrated erhu master Wang Guo-Tong. Wong is also an

acclaimed hugin performer in gaohu, zhonghu, zhaihu and many other hu instruments.

As an active erhu recitalist, Wong has participated in many international musical events and
festivals, and has served as an orchestra conductor in China Central Philharmonic orchestra, Hong
Kong Chinese Orchestra, Korea Broadcasts Philharmonic Orchestra and many other renowned sym-

phony orchestras.

Wong has worked with many Canto, Taiwan and Mainland pop singers, including Hacken Lee,
Gi Gi Leung, Donald Cheung, Wang Kit, Huang Pin Yuan, Hu Mei Yi, Chang Gin Shuan, Kwan Qiu
Ying, Hsien Du La, Chang De Nan, Huang Pin Kwan, Liu Ya Li and others. He has performed for many
concerts, musicals, theatre production, films, documentaries, TV programme and TV drama series.
His great performance has won him acclaims not only in Asia but also from important music crit-
ics in Europe and North America. To strive for developing Chinese music, Wong has served as erhu
coach in various schools of music including Baptist University, Chinese University of Hong Kong,
University of Hong Kong (SPACE) with a view to enlisting potential talents, and has released several
erhu training manuals for elementary, intermediate and advance erhu students. Albeit coaching and
performing have taken most of his time, Wong has sacrificed his scarce leisure time for musical com-
positions. Frances Yip has recorded one of Wong's songs entitled “A smiling life” in Frances’s new

album. Wong had won the CASH award in 1998 for his composition entitled “autumn feeling".
