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rganization and China’s Peaceful Development

Abstract

The China’s State Council Information Office published the “China’ s
way of peaceful development” on December 22, 2005. The white paper
pointed out that: China will unswervingly follows the way of peaceful devel-
opment to achieve a peaceful, open, cooperative and harmonious develop-
ment. Striving for a peaceful international environment for own develop-
ment, through own development to promote world peace; rely on own
strength, reform and innovation to achieve development, at the same time
uphold the opening-up to the outside world; comply with the development
trend of economic globalization, with the try to achieve mutual benefit and
win-win results and common development. Uphold peace, development and
cooperation, together with all the other countries to build lasting peace and
common prosperity of a harmonious world. Therefore, the basic premise of
China’ s way of peaceful development is independence and self-reliance,
and the only way is actively to take part in economic globalization, and re-
alize omni-directional open-up to the outside world, the basic goal is to cre-
ate a peaceful environment at home and abroad, so that to establish a last-
ing peace and common prosperity harmonious world.

Whether Chinese continued development objectives can be achieved,
the subjective factors within countries are very important so does the exter-
nal one, especially the surrounding environment. And the establishment
and development of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization(SCO) is an im-

portant step to China to create a favorable surrounding environment .
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The establishment of the SCO is the important initiative of China, Rus-
sia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan to adapt to the transi-
tion of the pattern of the world after the cold war and globalization, region-
alization. It is also an important deployment of China’ s diplomacy, in par-
ticular China’ s neighboring diplomacy. In the 21st century, the process of
economic globalization is further developed, science and technology ad-
vances by leaps and bounds. Countries in the world are speeding up the
pace of regional cooperation, in order to effectively gfasp the important op-
portunities of peace and development, and resist all kinds of risks and chal-
lenges. At the same time, terrorism, separatism, extremism, called the
“three forces” in the Central Asian have become increasingly rampant, se-
rious threat to the security and stability of all countries, and affect regional
peace and development. China, Russia and the central Asian countries all
shoulder the important mission to safeguard the regional security and stabili-
ty, and safeguarding world peace. They also face the arduous task to devel-
ope its own economy and revitalize the nation. Only further deepen the good
— neighborly cooperation relations between each other, could defend one’s
own interests more effectively, and to realize the goals of common develop-
ment and prosperity.

However, just after the SCO established less than three months, there
was a “9 + 117 terrorist attack which shocked the world. The US started a
military strike against Afghanistan and trooped in Central Asia in order to
combat terrorism on the grounds, but the military security of SCO member
states posed a serious threat. Subsequently the SCO had test events such as
Iraq war and the “color revolution”. On the international stage of the post
— Cold War firstly based a new security concept of mutual trust, disarma-
ment and cooperative security, establish the successful model that countries
entirely on the basis of equality and mutual benefit to promote regional co-

operation and jointly safeguard the safety, which is also important to Chi-
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na’ s maintaining regional security and promoting peace and development .

This article startes from the historical background of the SCO establish-
ment and the impetus of development, investigates the continuously expan-
sion of its areas of cooperation, and aggregates its successful experience, in
- depth analysises the new situation and problems. Assess the influence
produced of China’ s peace development objectively on the SCO.

The “Shanghai Five Countries” mechanism started from the solution of
the border dispute, the establishment of the military ~conﬁdence, and the
promotion of the good — neighborly and friendly relations. And extended to
the fight against all forms of ethnic separatism and religious extremism as
well as various kinds of terrorist activities, thereby inject the new connota-
tion of political, economic, and cultural cooperation, gradually changed
from a meeting mechanism to a cooperation mechanism, and it has devel-
oped to the SCO today.

Since the founding of the SCO, it always uphold the “Shanghai Spirit”
of mutual trust, mutual benefit, equality, consultation, respect for diverse
civilizations and seeking common development, finished every basic job,
present the new scene every year. The security cooperation of SCO created
a good surrounding environment for the peaceful development of China; its
economic and trade cooperation provided a wider space for China’ s eco-
nomic development ; its energy cooperation imported and opened up the new
route in pluralism for the energy of China; the “Shanghai spirit” which ini-
tiated by the SCO promoted a new fair and rational international order, and
created a new international environment for the common development of the
world.

However, the development of the SCO is not always smooth, the exter-
nal and internal challenges which it faced caused some negative impact to
China’ s peaceful development. From the external factors, the continued ef-

forts of US to the Central Asia increased the negative impact to the SCO co-
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hesion. From the internal factors, the cultural differences among the mem-
ber states and ethnic conflict have a direct impact on the stability and de-
velopment of the SCO and its member states. In this regard, on the one
hand, China actively copes with the depth of the US involvement in Central
Asia, through strengthening the strategic cooperation relationship to weak
the negative impact of the US factors; on the other hand, through the pro-
motion of the cultural cooperation of the SCO, removes misunderstanding,
and promotes the mutual trust between the member states.

The Chinese government attaches great importance to the SCO’ s con-
struction and development, which is the inevitable requirement for China to
carry out the diplomatic policy of being a good neighbors and then realize
peaceful development. At the same time, with China’ s peaceful develop-
ment, China’ s support for many major cooperative projects of the SCO is
far more than other members, in particular the rapid growth of its financial
investment. China has made great positive contributions to the SCO.

In short, the steady development of the SCO formated a benign inter-
action with China’ s peaceful development. The SCO plays an irreplaceable
role in the strategic support to China’ s peaceful development; China’ s
peaceful development and China’ s active participation also forcefully

pushed the SCO steady forward.
