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Preamble ..

As human beings face new and pressing challenges, opportunities as well as
threats, so university education grows in importance. Its role has to be understood
increasingly in a context, where on current trajectories of development and given the
manner in which we exploit the earth’s resources and deal with all its consequences,
there is every chance that we will end up with a world where it will be difficult for
human beings to survive unless we take action. Already the early impact of largely
western based industrialization through the mid 19" through to the late 20™ century
is being felt with new extreme variations in climate and severe territorial degradation
in parts of the world. Even though the base of that industrialization has moved east-
wards, especially to China and to a lesser extent India, the results sadly, include im-
mense negative consequences for the environment, the quality of the air we breathe,
the water we drink and the food we eat and the security of our land and homes.

These challenges, contested by some, ignored by many in the hope that some-
how a solution will emerge before too long, will not go away and whether we like it
or not, our survival is going to depend more than ever before on our ability as human
beings to think critically, imaginatively and not least collectively. Maybe the day is
not so distant when we shall start to think of ourselves, first as human beings and
not as British, Chinese, or American or whatever label we choose or are given by
dint of our birthplace. Similarly we are going to have to reconsider, as a species our
relationship to the earth and stop treating it as a never ending resource to plunder
and exploit.

I am firmly of the view, that all of us connected with higher education, whether
as students or teachers, need to commit ourselves more than ever before to creating
universities that are hot beds of new ideas, where learning is exciting and relevant to
the new challenges. We need to re-assess our methods of teaching and learning — do
they encourage creative thinking? A thirst for discovery and enquiry? Do they pro-
mote risk taking and offer students an array of challenges and opportunities? Do they
encourage narrow individualism where one’s own personal development is prioritized
or a more social perspective that looks for the well being of many and not just of the
individual. Do they make use of their extraordinary resources of expertise and under-

standing? Can we in the universities exemplify in our own activities the high value
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many of us accord to multi-disciplinary work? Often in a small physical space, uni-
versities bring together experts in law, social science, business and management,
health, finance, engineering, arts and humanities and more. But do we talk to each
other? Learn from each other? We have so much to say and to learn from one another
but sadly rarely seize the opportunity, There is a strong strand of conservatism in
higher education across the globe.

One of the most retrograde developments in higher education globally over the
past two decades has been the increasing emphasis given to research rather than to
teaching. Originating in the USA, where universities for years have ranked them-
selves according to their research income and the publication output of faculty, this
has now become the international norm. The “best” universities are those with the
“best” research profiles. Amongst the so called elite universities and those aspiring
to such positions, research is the mantra. For the university staff the message is all
too clear, promotion and job security depends largely on your research performance.
While we should all expect university education to be research informed and this pre-
occupation with research has under-valued teaching and learning. Indeed, in some
places it would seem that having to teach and work with students, especially under-
graduates, is regarded as a nuisance that detracts from the research.

These developments must be challenged and a new balance restored between
teaching and researchs if universities are to meet the kind of challenges raised above.
After all, universities are above all else places of learning, They are sites of
knowledge transfer and development where we seek to nurture and develop the next
generation of informed people who can take on significant roles throughout their so-
cieties and communities. They are not simply giant research institutes,

This edited collection from the Dalian Nationalities University, School of Inter-
national Business is therefore especially welcome, given that it clearly demonstrates
that there are still teachers and universities who place their teaching at the very cen-
tre of their purpose. In diverse ways, the contributions are all committed to promo-
ting an active culture of learning, to bring out the best in their students and to leave
them with a foundation of knowledge, skills and values upon which to build through-
out their lives and careers.

I got some sense of this commitment as an overseas contributor to the School’s
“East meets West” Learning and Teaching project which took place over 4 weeks
during the early summer of 2011. One highlight of the programme was the presenta-
tions made by five groups of students from the 3@ Year to the entire first year cohort
and all the teaching staff and senior members of the Department and Faculty. The 5

groups of 4-5 students were given a contemporary issue and asked to make a 10-mi-
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nute presentation using PowerPoint, They had 10 days over which to prepare,
alongside all their other existing commitments.

The outcomes were impressive with high quality, informed, and in all cases,
original contributions and insights. But what made it even more rewarding was the
learning that had occurred not only in terms of researching the issue and locating the
appropriate sources, but also through the process of learning. Vgotsky, the Soviet
social psychologist and revolutionary, noted nearly a century ago the value of group
learning especially with a range of different skills and capacities amongst the
students. He clearly demonstrated how the more able benefited from helping, the
less competent and often less confident. How the variety of skills at the table can en-
rich the outcomes in ways that could never be achieved by a single person alone. And
above all he pointed out the importance of setting appropriate challenges to students
and how their success generates further enthusiasm for learning and development.
All of these characteristics were evident in the student presentations. Moreover the
assignment offered the students new challenges and of the sort they can be expected
to face in their later lives. They had to speak clearly, concisely and confidently to
over 200 people, some of whom were senior members of the University., They had to
compile a PowerPoint presentation that engaged interest and was informative. Criti-
cal skills for today and tomorrow! And not the least, in all the presentations the
students were prepared “to think out of the box” in offering their strategies for deal-
ing with the issue under consideration. For the teaching staff who supported the
groups, the experience was marvelous and far exceeded our expectations, and was a
reminder 1o us all of the joys and privileges of working with students.

This edited collection arises from this particular context and reflects the com-
mitment and priority given to the student learning experience at Dalian Nationalities
University. And I for one would wish to give every encouragement to these kinds of
initiatives and values. It is not just China that needs to develop and encourage the
best in our students, to help them realize their potential and more. This is a need
which the entire world shares and which I hope many more will come to recognize

and cherish.
