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You’ll almost always find four public services
run by local governments across America: the
police and fire departments, the agency® that fixes
the streets and cleans the scwers?, and the public
library.

Notice that we said almost always. That’s
because the fifth-largest library system in the
United States isn’t local at all.

And it’s not fully public, either.

It’s a group of 14 library systems from
Tennessee to California that are run by a private,
profit-making company called Library Systems &
Services, or L. S. S. I. This company has been given
control of systems that were struggling® to find
enough money to stay open.

But L.S.S. I ’s latest contract, for $4 million,
puts it in charge of a system in Santa Clarita, a Los
Angeles suburl® in southern California, whose libraries
are holding their own financially.

To achieve profitability®, Library Systems &
Services typically slashes® costs drastically®, in part
