And then, it analyzes the necessity of re-
formation of the province-system in our country, and also indicates
our direction of future reform of the province-system; that properly
dividing provinces and reducing adminisirative scale, building the
rational IGR in China. The whole article is composed of nine chap-
ters whose major content is listed below. What's more, this paper

Introduction ; this part introduces the subject of this thesis that
