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Ou Youcai, male, was born in March 1964. He, who is Member of Political
Consultative Conference of Nanxian County, Hunan Province, can perform over
700 kinds of magic regularly at big artistic and cultural galas and parties.

Since 1979, Ou Youcai has taught himself sculpture, paper-cut, photograph,
video and gardening and rockery.

Ou has published many artistic works on over 90 national newspapers and
magazines, such as Poetry Magazine, China Sport Newspaper, and Zhiyin
