ENGLISH ABSTRACT

Word roots and affixes are essential to the study of English
vocabulary. Anyone familiar with just a score of these basic
combining forms can learn a large number of words with extra-
ordinary celerity. It was this expedience in learning that inspired
the author to write the present volume on English prefixes and
word roots with a view to helping Chinese students increase their
English vocabulary.

English vocabulary is composed largely of words formed
by prefixes and word roots which are indispensable for the
learning of these words. With concision in mind, the author has
chosen 30 prefixes and 70 roots that are among the most funda-
mental combining forms of English. Once familiarized with these
100 prefixes and roots, the student is fully equipped to memorize
more than 3,500 important words, an encouraging breakthrough
for anyone wishing to acquire a proficiency in English vocabulary.



In this book each of these 3,500 words is accompanied by
one or more sentences, which are considered instrumental

in vocabulary study. Equally helpful are the two synonyms
attached to each word since synonyms play a key role in the

understanding of words.- This book also contains three appendixes
on the subjects of suffixes, word-formation, and the development
of the English language respectively. These articles are meant to
aid the reader in his study by outlining the origins and common
features of English affixes and word roots.

Though originally designed for the general reader who
wishes to efficiently acquire an English vocabulary for all pur-
poses, this book can also help those preparing to take the TOEFL,
the GRE and other English tests. The vocabulary essential to
English is equally essential to such tests. Therefore, the 100
prefixes and word roots in this book can likewise be of immense
help to those whose desire is to achieve high scores in tests.
