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Human and Culture

This volume contains academic publications of Professor Tong Enzheng
for the last ten years. It is divided into two parts: books and articles. It fo-
cuses on the theorctical study of cultural anthropology and its application to
the study of Chinese culture and society, both ancient and present. It is an
indication that even during his final years, the author continued to maintain
the character of hard working, constant self-improvement, and the courage
in his exploration and pursuit of truth. In addition, this volume also reflects
the author’ s achievements in the field of cultural anthropology, and demon-
strates the author’ s outstanding intellectualism and distinguished scholar-
ship.

Part one is the book Culiural Anihropology. This is the first book on
cultural anthropology written by a Chinese scholar since the 1934 publication
of Cultural Anthropology by Professor Lin Huixiang. This book covers the
new trend and direction in the development of cultural anthropology around
the world and provides a comprehensive introduction to cultural anthropolo-
gy. It also incorporates the research results from the author and other Chi-
nese scholars in the study of the theory and the application of culture anthro-
pology. To a certain degree, this part represents the current status of the re-
search in the area of cultural anthropology in China.

Part two consists of eight articles, which represent the author’s explo-
ration in this area from different levels and perspectives. The author placed
the Chinese culture and society into the evolution trajectory of the overall
human civilization and society, which gives his study a broader and more
profound significance. Meanwhile, his work also promoted mutual exchange
between Chinese and western scholars. His Morgan’ s Model and the Study
of Ancient Chinese Society reevaluated the Morgan model which, for decades,
had dominated the study of Chinese primitive society. Articles such as Sever-
al Problems Concerning the Origin of Civilization—A Discussion with Prof.
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An Zhimin ; Northern China and Southern China: Two Different Trajectories
of Social Development towards Civilization; Chiefdoms in Southwest China :
The Dian Culture as An Example ; Magician, Magic, Shamanism and Re-
lated Problems in Ancient China; Archaeology of Belief in Ancient China ; not
only reflect the direction of the author’s theoretical study and practical re-

search, but also demonstrate the author's effort to bring together the academ-
ic research in culture anthropology at home and abroad. On the other hand,

Ecology are two examples of the author’ s effort to investigate the relation-
ship between the changes in the current Chinese society and the human civi-

lization as well as ecology from the perspective of a cultural anthropologist.
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
