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Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs is a 1937
American animated film based on Snow White, a
German fairy tale by the Brothers Grimm. It was
the first full-length cel-animated feature in motion
picture history, as well as the first animated
feature film produced in America, the first
produced in full color, the first to be produced by
Walt Disney, and the first in the Walt Disney
Animated Classics canon.

Snow White is a princess living with her

stepmother, a vain and wicked witch known only as the Queen. Fearing Snow
White’s beauty, the Queen forced her to work as a scullery maid and would daily

ask her Magic Mirror “who is the fairest one of all”. The mirror would always
answer that the Queen was, pleasing her.

At the movie’s opening, the Magic Mirror informs the Queen that Snow
White is now the fairest in the land. The jealous Queen orders her huntsman to
take Snow White into the woods and kill her, demanding that he bring her the
dead girl’s heart in a jeweled box as proof of the deed. The huntsman, unwilling
to harm Snow White, instead spares her life, and urges her to flee into the woods
and never come back, bringing back a pig’s heart instead.

Lost and frightened, the princess is befriended by woodland creatures who
lead her to a cottage deep in the woods. Finding seven small chairs in the
cottage’s dining room, Snow White assumes the cottage is the untidy home of
seven orphaned children. It soon becomes apparent that the cottage belongs
instead to seven adult dwarfs, Doc, Grumpy, Happy, Sleepy, Bashful, Sneezy,

and Dopey, who work in a nearby mine. Returning home, they are alarmed to
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find their cottage clean and surmise that an intruder has invaded their home. The
dwarfs find Snow White upstairs, asleep across three of their beds. The princess
awakens, introduces herself, and all of the dwarfs ( Grumpy is initially
suspicious, but eventually warms to her) welcome her as a house guest after they
learn she can cook. Snow White begins a new life cooking and keeping house for
the dwarfs.

The Queen eventually discovers that Snow White is still alive when the
mirror again answers that Snow White is the fairest in the land. Using magic to
create a drink that will disguise herself as an old hag, the Queen goes to the
cottage while the dwarfs are away and tricks Snow White into biting into a
poisoned ( magic wishing) apple that sends her into a deep sleep, which can only
be broken by love’s first kiss. As Snow White falls asleep the Queen exclaims
“Now I'll be fairest in the land!” The vengeful dwarfs, alerted by the woodland
animals that recognized the Queen, chase the Queen up a cliff and trap her. She
tries to roll a boulder over them but lightning strikes the cliff she is standing on
and she falls to her death.

The dwarfs return to their cottage and =~ g8 ==
find Snow White seemingly dead. v
Unwilling to bury her body out of sight in
the ground, they instead place her in a
glass coffin trimmed with gold in a clearing
in the forest. Together with the woodland

creatures, they keep watch over her body

through the seasons in an “eternal vigil”.

After several seasons pass, a Prince who had previously met and fallen in
love with Snow White learns of her plight and visits her coffin. Captivated by her
beauty, he kisses her, which breaks the spell and awakens her. The dwarfs and
animals all rejoice as Snow White and the prince ride off to The Evil Queen’s

castle which glows in Snow White’s presence.

42nd animated feature in the Walt Disney
Animated Classics.

The main protagonist of this movie is 626:
an aggressive and cunning creature that is nearly
indestructible which is created by Dr. Jumba
Jookiba during illegal genetic experiments, Jumba
is imprisoned while 626 is set to be exiled on a

desert asteroid. However, during transport on

Captain Gantu’s ship, 626 escapes to the Planet
Earth and lands on the Hawaiian island of Kauai, but is knocked unconscious by
a passing truck, and is taken to an animal shelter.
19-year-old Nani Pelekai, after the recent death of their parents in a car
accident, is looking after her younger, more rambunctious sister, Lilo. Cobra
Bubbles, a social worker, visited as he concerned that Nani cannot take adequate
care of Lilo. He considers putting Lilo into foster care, but Nani is against this
idea, as Lilo and she are the only remaining members of her family; After
hearing Lilo in her room pray to be given a friend, Nani agrees to allow Lilo to

adopt a dog. At the shelter, Lilo immediately takes a keen interest in 626, and

names it “Stitch”. Stitch quickly discovers escape is impossible as he would sink

and drown past the island to the sea.

As Nani attempts to find a job, she is forced to bring Lilo and Stitch with
her. Lilo uses the time to try to curb Stitch’s aggressiveness by encouraging him

to behave like Elvis Presley, whom she calls a “model citizen”. David, a friend

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of Nani’s, sees her at the beach, where she was trying to get a job as a
lifeguard. While Nani, Lilo and Stitch ride on a huge wave, Jumba makes one
more effort to capture Stitch from underwater; as a result, it appears as if Stitch
attempted to drown Lilo. Although everyone gets safely to shore, Cobra saw the
whole event, Stitch leaves, with Lilo saying “I’ll remember you though. I
remember everyone who leaves. ”

The next morning, David tells Nani of a job offer that she must respond to.
Nani tells Lilo to stay at home. Stitch races to Lilo’s house, followed by Jumba
firing at Stitch with his gun.

As Nani and Cobra argue over Lilo’s well- g ;
being, Lilo slips away to hide in the forest and g g ﬁ
finds Stitch. They are both captured by Captain ga 2
Gantu, and he makes to leave Earth. Stitch ?
escapes so Nani realises Stitch isn’t what she
thought he was, and demands he speak, he did.

Beallty tale. The story is about a wealthy merchant lived

For several months, eventually, she becomes homesick and begs the Beast
to allow her to go to see her family. Belle agrees to return a week later. The
mirror allows her to see what is going on back at the Beast’s castle, and the ring
allows her to return to the castle in an instant when turned three times around her
finger. Her older sisters grow jealous of her happy life at the castle, and, hearing
that she must return to the Beast on a certain day, beg her to stay another day.
She agrees to stay.

Belle begins to feel guilty so she uses
the mirror to see the castle and is horrified
to discover that the Beast is laying half-
dead of heartbreak near the rose bushes her
father had stolen from and she immediately
uses the ring to return to the Beast.

Upon returning, Belle finds the Beast

almost dead, and she weeps over him,

saying that she loves him. Then the Beast is transformed into a handsome prince.
The Prince informs Belle that long ago a fairy turned him into a hideous beast
after he refused to let her in from the rain, and that only by finding true love,
despite his ugliness, could he break the curse. He and Belle are married and they

live happily ever after together.
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
