Let me begin with a question, a question of some importance.

Is it the natural right, the inherent right of States to make war? Is war-
making a national right?

When we look at the reality of today’s world, it seems quite obvious that
certain States, powerful States, continue to reserve for them, openly or more
discreetly, also as some kind of hidden agenda, the option to go to war for
their interests.

The question, however, is crucial: Is it the natural, the inherent right of
States or governments to use military force against other States when they
believe it is in their interest?

This is the guestion, a fundamental question which is at the centre of
today’s lecture.
