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Abstract

Since publication, the three books, New-Moded Industrialization and Urbanization, New-
moded Industrialization & Energy Industry Development, and New-moded Industrialization &
Manufacturing Development, have received much favorable comment from experts, scholars,
engineers, government officials and business executives. They have also been awarded the
twelfth special honorary prize for outstanding achievements of social science in Hebei Province.

For more than a year, the author has been invited to give speeches by 14 institutions, in-
cluding Beijing Jiaotong University, Yanshan University, Hebei University of Economics and
Business, Industry and Information Technology Department of Hebei Province, Guizhou Col-
lege of Finance and Economics, Party School of the Hebei Province Committee of C. P. C. ,
Hebei Academy of Governance, Shandong Huayu Vocational College, Hebei Construction &
Investmnet Group Co. Ltd. , China Dezhou Yatai Group. In these speeches, the author advo-
cates changing economic development mode, furthering the adjustment and optimization of the
economic structure under the guidance of the Scientific Qutlook on Development. At the invita-
tion of the audience, based on the speeches, the author has compiled the book, Changing Eco-
nomic Development Mode, Rationalizing Industrial Structure. Here is a brief introduction to the
contents of the book.

At first, this book reviews the development of China during the first decade of the new
century. For the past ten years, China had taken the strategic opportunity, and concentrated
on development, so that the economic strength and international influence of China had been
increasing. During “the post-crisis period”, China should grasp the golden chance. Over the
next decade, that is, from 2010 to 2020, China will try to reach four goals: to realize industri-
alization, increase the proportion of urban population up to 60% , build all-around well-off so-
ciety, and enter the ranks of innovative nations rich in human resources of creative talents.

Secondly, this book mainly expounds reflections on the existing economic development
mode and industrial structure drawn from the international financial crisis; analyzes the major
problems in Chinese economic development mode and industrial structure. In order to change
economic development mode, the most important step is to make a strategic adjustment of the
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industrial structure; another strategic step is to establish a modern industrial system. In addi-
tion, changing economic development mode needs to establish a comprehensive industrial struc-
ture, preconditioned by new high technology industry, led by strategic newly rising industries,
supported by basic indusiries and advanced manufacturing industry, supplemented by service
industry, especially modern service industry. Ultimately, industry must be prospered. Impro-
ving ability of independent innovation and advancing technological progress are a major support
to change economic development mode, adjust and optimize industrial structure. To sum up, in
order to change economic development mode, adjust and optimize industrial structure, strategic
newly rising industries must develop quickly; new mode urbanization needs to be furthered
steadily; increasing domestic demand and improving the people’s livelihood should be both the
starting-point and the ultimate goal; reform and opening up policy must be considered as a
strong impetus, and human resources a decisive driving force.

Thirdly, this book sketches out manufacturing industry. In the process of new mode indus-
trialization, manufacturing is the leading sector of national economy, and the mainstay of the
national industrialization. The book analyzes the trends of the development of manufacturing in-
dustry. Now, China is already a great power of manufacturing industry in the world. Over the
next ten years, China will continue to develop manufacturing industry, and try to become the
third “global manufacturing centre” after the United States and Japan. The book also expounds
on equipment industry. Equipment industry modernization is a leading measure and the con-
centrated expression of a country’s economic modernization, level of industrialization, and in-
ternational competitive power. The book gives an account of the rapid development of Chinese
equipment industry in recent years, and future development prospects. China should speed up
the development of equipment industry, try to turn “Made in China” into “Created in China” ,
eventually become a leading power of equipment industry in the world.

Fourthly, this book mentions other issues. In the process of changing economic develop-
ment mode under the guidance of the Scientific Outlook on Development, it is important to em-
phasize the building of industrial aggregation area, to deflate the Greenhouse Effect, and pro-
tect ecological environment, to stick to sustaining development, to devote major efforts to de-
veloping green economy, low carbon economy and recycling economy. In the “post-crisis peri-
od” , businesses should constantly increase capacity for risk-proof, and promote the develop-
ment of capital markets.

Finally, this book summarizes the general law of the world urbanization and the basic
mode of the world urban development. Urbanization is the inevitable trend of economic devel-
opment. Industrialization brings along wurbanization, and urbanization promotes industrializa-
tion. New mode industrialization and urbanization cooperate with each other, and combine to
advance modernization. The book makes a comparative analysis of Chinese and world urbaniza-
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tion and industrialization rate, expounds the development course of urbanization with Chinese
characteristics, and its significance, and development trend. Modemn cities should be built on
the basis of high-level plan, high-class design, high-quality construction and high-efficiency
management. In the course of urbanization, China should follow her own road of new mode ur-
banization, which is suitable for local characteristics. Housing has both commercial and social
attributes. China should establish and improve a housing supply system of a combination of
both market allocation and government guarantee.

Profound in meaning, plain in words, clear and coherent in structure, this book is inform-
ative, instructive, and feasible. It can be used as the textbook for college and graduate
students in engineering, economics, sociology, city management, management and environ-
mental science. And it is a valuable reference book for many people, including theoretical
workers, technicians, and business executives and government officials, especially those re-
sponsible for city plan, design, construction and management. It can also be used as a self-
