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Abstract

The state of regional finance, economy and the difference of regional finance,
economy are all the very important faciors impacting macroeconomy. Regional fi-
nancial agglomeration is the basic pattemn of the financial resource allocation in the
condition of market economy. It will form regional financial system, and will im-
pact the regional economic growth and the whole economy. Regional finance ag-
glomeration system accord with the dissipative structure, and can be analysed with
the dissipative structure theory. This research analysis the function of regional fi-
nancial agglomeration and the dynamic evolvement of agglomeration and dispersion
among regions. The content of this research involved:

(1) Analyzing the relationship between regional financial agglomeration and
economy growth, industry agglomeration, corporation financing structure, and
prove that regional financial agglomeration can evidently affect economy growth,
industry agglomeration, and corporation financing structure.

(2) Analyzing the system characters of regional financial agglomeration, put
forward the index of “financial entropy”, and establishing “the distinguishing
model of regional financial agglomeration system moving direction” using this index
to make the judgement of the system moving direction.

(3) Establishing “the degree of agglomeration and dispersion” index to de-
scribe the regional distributing of financial agglomeration on the base of “financial
entropy” index, and to make the judgement of the evolvement direction about the
agglomeration and dispersion of regional finance, the differentiation and integration
of regional finance and economy, and analyzing the evolvement mechanism.

(4) Choosing main regional financial agglomeration samples in China to test
the evolvement direction and dynamic distribution of regional financial agglomera-
tion, and analyzing the evolvement mechanism.

(5) Analyzing the competition relationship among regions in the area of re-
gional financial agglomeration, and proving that the competition can help to im-

prove the quality of financial environment.

This research give corresponding policy advices on the base of analysis, make
a general summarize, and suggest that improve the quality of financial environ-
ment, and improve the regional financial agglomeration competitiveness through

macroscopical and microcosmic point of view.
