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Abstract

Based on the tradition and recent changes, the tuition policies of
higher education are classified having the tradition of charging, charging
but being free formerly, and no tuition in this thesis. Some countries are
selected in every category in order to reveal the tuition criterion, student
financial aid, the evolution and effect of the tuition policies.

Introducing tuition or increasing tuition, transferring flat tuition
fees to different fees, replacing grants by student loans, and giving insti-
tution of higher education more freedom are the trend in most of the se-
lected countries.

Nowadays, Chinese tuition policy of higher education prescribed the
tuition criterion which is 25 percentages according as the recurrent cost
per student. But only few tuition policies of countpies such as America,
India, and Mongolia have similar regulation which is difficult to put into
practice. The theory of cost share of higher education cannot provide op-
timurmn tuition criterion, also there are so many difference in the cost ac-
count and share in different countries. In qrder to mitigate finance
stress, keep government and individual increasing investment in higher
education in China, tuition criterion should be regulated according as a
certain proportion to government expenditure per student. Further
more, government should improve the system of student financial aid,
insist on different fees, and'leave the field of bringing higher private re-

turn out private institute of higher education.
