Abstract

The new Civil Code activities of Russia were initiated in early 90’s
in the 20th century. The codification which lasted 13 years that since
1994 until the end of 2006 was brought to an end by the sign of Russian
President Vladimir Putin signed the Federal Law No. 230 in
December 2006.

Russian intellectual property legislation is characterized by ; first, to
achieve a complete codification of intellectual property legislation; Sec-
ond, to achieve a complete civil codification of intellectual property leg-
islation; Third, to reform and innovate radically the traditional intellec-
tual property system.

To investigate the Russian intellectual property legislation through
within the framework of the Civil Code, we can draw the following con-
clusions :

First of all, in order to achieve the highest form of Legislation - cod-
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ification- support and attention of political decision is very important. The
Civil Code of Russian Federation took ten years to finally completed, it
cannot be done without the support of political decision-making and at-
tention. As to the study of China civil codification, there are serious
differences , the lack of basic consensus. Perhaps it will be a more appro-
priate choice to learn from the experience of Russia, to establish the civil
legislation of private law codification research centers, to improve the of-
ficial commitiees of private law, to formulate more long-term develop-
ment plans of private law.

Second, there is a great significance of separate compilation of the
intellectual property legislation in the Civil Code. Complete civil codifica-
tion of intellectual property law maintain the integrity and unity of civil
law system which is both continuation of the traditional concept of the
civil law system and innovation that the traditional civil law system to re-
spond to the challenges of knowledge-based economy. In the course of the
Civil Codification, it actualized a useful exploration of civil law norms
and the norms of the harmonization of intellectual property law, especial-
ly the summary and abstract of general provisions of intellectual property
law, despite the shoricomings, it has no doubt that kind of trying to Rus-
sia civil Jaw system is an important innovation. It also provides a notewor-
thy reference to China intellectual property law.

Last but not least, innovation of intellectual property legislation
should serve the national development strategies and long-term interests.
To face the challenges of the information society, Russian proposed the
development strategy of economic about change raw materials economy to
the innovation economy, which is the challenge of building an innovative
