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Abstract

Culture is a significant source for national cohension and creativity, and is also an
important factor which influences national and regional development and
competitiveness. Shanghai is at a crucial stage of reform during the 12™ Five-Year Plan
period. To realize its goal of “innovation-driven transformation and development”,
culture plays an important role in promoting, supporting and leading such a
development goal. Taking this into consideration, Shanghai municipal government set
up a strategic goal for Shanghai to become an international cultural metropolis, which is
supplementary to and interacts with the goal of “Four Centers”. Shanghai Cultural
Development Report 2012 with the theme * Transformation and Development of
Shanghai’s Culture” , focuses on the inner link between Shanghai’s cultural development
and the strategic task of “innovation-driven transformation and development” and
interprets the new opportunities, challenges, and requirements such a task has brought
to Shanghai. Based on a thorough understanding of the latest situation of Shanghai’s
cultural development in 2011, it analyses and summarizes the experiences and problems
newly emerged, forecasts the future development trend, and points out the boost power
that culture has on different dimensions of Shanghai’s transformation, as well as the
measures and directions of scientific development of Shanghai’s culture. The content of
this book consists of four parts: General Report, The Cultural Drive for Transformation
and Development, The Scientific Development of Culture in Shanghai, and Case
Studies. The book also has an appendix: Cultural Development Data of Shanghai 2010.

General Report covers several aspects, from commemorating CPC’s 90"
Anniversary, the Revolution of 1911’ 100™ Anniversary, to public culture services,
cultural creative industries, international cultural communication, literary and artistic
creativity, etc. It reviews and summarizes the main cultural achievements in Shanghai in
2011, focuses on the theme of Using the power of culture to support Shanghai’s
transformation, and systematically analyses the inner link between culture, innovation-
driven and transformation, the current situation and demands that cultural development
is facing up, the various boost powers that will drive the transformation, and how to

guarantee the scientific development of culture in Shanghai. The Culture Drive for



Transformation and Development centers on Shanghai’s development as an international
cultural metropolis, the congregation and innovation of Shanghai’s cultural industry, the
top-level design of Shanghai’s cultural reform, the relationship between service economy
and cultural industries, etc. , and analyses culture’s inner drive for economic
transformation.

Culture’s Scientific Development in Shanghai focuses on the restructuring of
cultural development, studies the relationship between the development of cultural
industry and the growth of cultural consumption, the construction of Shanghai’s public
culture service system, the improving of fiscal policy, cultural industry park’s
construction, etc. , and puts forward some measures and suggestions for scientific
development of culture. Case Studies, based on a large number of culture development
experiences home and abroad, summarizes the experiences and strategies that can be
useful to Shanghai’s future cultural development. This involves the investigations of cases
from Shanghai, such as Xuhui District’s Community Education website, Pudong New
District’s cultural industries, as well as comparisons and analyses of the relationship
between cultural development and transformation in different cities and countries, such
as the interpretation of ° cultural metropolis’, the investigation on North America’s
public culture facilities, in depth studies on cultural policies and strategies in London,
Hong Kong and Japan. For the first time, the bluebook gets the permission to publish
last year’s key development data regarding Shanghai’s culture development, to better
serve Shanghai’s culture development and related studies.
