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Prefgce,

Chinese are crazy about learning English,
and are good at reading and writing, but most of
you are afraid of speaking English. Some of my
friends told me that every time they walk on the
street, there are several Chinese people saying
"Hello!" to them, but when they start to chat with
them, Chinese always say "Good-bye!" and walk
away quickly, they find it strange: "Is it so terrible
to talk to foreigners?".

In my experience of teaching, | realized that
Chinese are passionate but a little bit shy, and
most of my students are not confident of their
English-speaking ability, though they do well on
tests and they are familiar with all the grammars.
Where does the lack of confidence come from? |
think the reason is that there is no suitable book
which is easy for you to learn, and even when
you learn, you hardly find a good chance to use
those sentences in real conversations. Therefore
| came up with this one—simple and useful.

There are three occasions on which you may



have to talk in English: chatting in daily life, for business,
and on the travel, | arranged 140 useful conversation
scenes under these three topics, in that way you can find
almost every sentence you need when you are in that
situation, and you can just copy them right away when
talking, as copy is the fastest way to learn, when you copy
these sentences for lots of times, you will memorize them
automatically! In addition, | put a corner of "No Chinese
English" below every conversation, in which | collected the
most common mistakes made by Chinese students, so as
to remind you not to do that again. Furthermore there are
two practical parts in this book: "Replaceable sentences”
and "Grammar analysis" in order to help you learn more in
every conversation and improve your capability for talking
in English.

Hope you can make good use of this book to find the
fun of learning and not to fear talking in English anymore!
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
