Abstract

The Mekong River, known as Lancang River in China, is an important international
river flowing through China, Myanmar, Laos, Thailand, Cambodia and Vietnam. In
1992, the six Mekong sub-region countries co-sponsored the Greater Mekong Sub-
region (GMS) Cooperation mechanism under the initiative of the ADB to strel;lgthen
economic ties, promote sub-regional economic and social development and achieve
common prosperity. GMS is one of the major Asia-Pacific sub-regional cooperation and
the first one of its kind that China takes part in. Other GMS countries are friendly
neighbors of China. They are essential in the implementation of China’s peaceful
development strategy and foreign policy of “being friends and partner of the neighboring
countries”. Meanwhile, they are the key partners of southwest China areas for their
opening up and participation in international and regional cooperation.

To track the development trend of GMS cooperation, School of International
Studies of Yunnan University started to preside over the preparation of Report on the
Cooperation and Development of GMS from 2010, which is included in the *“Blue Book”
series of the Social Sciences Academic Press. The book will be published annually and
publicly offered through out the country.

Report on the Cooperation and Development of GMS (2010 —2011) studies the key and hot
issues of GMS cooperation and analysis its development trend from three levels. Relevant
proposals are made for China to put forward GMS cooperation under the new situation.

The report is divided into three parts, namely, Main Report, Feature and Areas.
The first part makes in-depth analysis of the process and prospects of GMS cooperation,
the achievement of China’s participation as well as the related mechanisms of GMS
cooperation. Part two studies the GMS cooperation in accordance with its key
cooperation areas, including trade and investment, transport and communications,
resource development and environment, key industries and non-traditional security
cooperation, human resource development and the construction of economic corridors.
The third part introduces the overall situation and policy measures of relevant countries’
participation from the regional level and analysis the influence from their political,

economic and diplomatic policies.
