Dr. Irene Pepperberg.a scientist at the University of Arizona, has worked with
Alex for nineteen years. Teaching Alex to speak and understand wasn’t easy at first.
He had to learn one word at a time. Irene and an assistant (BjF) would teach Alex by
showing him what a word meant. Irene would hold up an object, saying, “What’s
this?” Her assistant would give the word—* candy”, for example—while Alex
watched. Irene would praise (%) her assistant, then ask Alex the name for the ob-
ject.

After that, each new
word became easier and easier for him.
