Abstract

Experienced the most complex in 2010, Chinese Economy walks into the first year
of “Twelfth-Five”. “Eleventh Five-Year” is the transition period of China’s economic
development. In this crucial historical turning point, regional economy as the changes of
space horizontal axis, the focus of the layout of the development will be from the east
coast to different parts of the country quickly to form a team leader and follow the
dynamic convergence of echelon order. This is an important milestone of our regional
economy to move forward. Meanwhile, it lays the first stone for the transformation of
economic development.

“Twelfth-Five” will be crucial transition period. From the planning of different
regions point of view, the following lines show the trend of the future:

First, under the background of world economic structure in the period of
djustment, our group of regional and urban development is to gather the light of
globalization, to define their own roles.

Second, the main functional areas in the country while planning, planning with the
main functional areas of convergence, a number of key areas of spatial planning to start.
More than 10 have been approved from the planning and implementation process, the
country attached great importance to the scientific, sustainable, ecological and
environmental protection through specific support measures to gradually put in place, is
becoming a top priority.

Third, the development of the regional changes in different areas based on
localizing functional areas, focusing on comparative advantage, and strive to establish
industrial division system with the regional characteristics. This dislocation complementary
development is conducive to rational distribution of the country’s industry, and will lead
to a new pattern of the coordinated development of modern agriculture of the basis,
advanced manufacturing as the main and producing services industries as the support.

Fourth, the regions attache great importance to urban and rural development, in
addition to the pilot Chengdu and Chongging, Suzhou, Jiangsu Province, Jiaxing of
Zhejiang and other places in the eastern area are also in a bold exploration in practice.
