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Abstract

It is a crucial period for Shanghai to transform its economic growth model and
adjust its urban functions in the * 12* Five-Year Plan’, Culture construction plays a
significant role in ensuring Shanghai’s leading position in this process, as well as in
promoting a full scale, coordinative and sustainable development in economy, culture
and society. Culture will provide spiritural drive, intelligence support and ideological
assurance in Shanghai’s ‘ Four-Center’ and ‘ Four-Leading’ Projects. Shanghai Cultural
Development Report 2011 focuses on * Promoting City’s Cultural Soft Power’,
systematically analyses the major achievements and basic problems in Shanghai’s cultural
soft power development in the period of 11® Five-Year Plan’ , and suggests various
measures on further improving Shanghai’s cultural soft power . The book is constituted
by five parts; 1, General Report; 2, Macro-Perspectives; 3, Public Culture; 4, Industry
Development; 5, Case Studies.

Focusing on the theme of this book, the General Report summarises the major
achievements in Shanghai’s culture development in 2010 from the aspects of international
cultural communication, cultural system reform, public culture development, cultural
industry development, cultural innovation, etc., elaborates the theories and practical
significances of the construction of cultural soft power. It points out the main problems
existed in Shanghai’s cultural soft power construction and makes suggestions in eight
aspects for further development. Macro-Perspectives discusses the relationship between
cultural soft power and Shanghai’s cultural development in the period of 12" Five-Year
Plan’ , the feasibility of setting up an index system for evaluating cultural soft power, the
potential improvement brought by the ‘ Expo Spirit’ to Shanghai’s cultural soft power,
etc. Public Culture focuses on the various levels of Shanghai's public culture
development. Based on investigations, it puts forward the working priorities in the
future ; cultural consumption boom evaluation, government guarantee system, the
participation of community NGO, opportunities and challenges brought by the Expo,
intangible cultural heritage protection, etc. Industry Development presents prospective
thinking on Shanghai’s cultural industries in the period of ‘12* Five-Year Plan’ , stresses

problems in the integrative development of cultural and creative industries, new trends



in industrial integration, development bottleneck in Shanghai’s film and TV industries,
digital mobile TV, Cultural Societies etc. Case Studies selects several cases including
Shanghai Zhu Jiajiao Water Village World Music Festival, Shanghai International Film
Festival, Australia’s creative industries, etc. , explores inspirations by comparating
different cases.
