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ABSTRACT

Abstract; Hsia state (H [E) was established by one branch of T’ie-fo
Hsiun-nu (£ 38 &) {{> which migrated from the north to the south during
the period of the sixteen states. During its powerful and prosperous period its
rough sphere of influence was equal to the north of shaanxi province, Ningx-
ia Hui Autonomous Region and the mid-region of inner Mongolia. hsia state
exist about 25 years from its establishment in 407A. D. to its destruction in
431A. D. But there is still special thesis on this regime stareed by ethnic mi-
nority. In this thesis, the author try to make an overall and systematic study
on this problem on the base of relevant study of forfarthers in traditionally
historical ways and the method of other relevant subjects.

The thesis is divided into six parts.

The first part tells the formation of T'ie-fo Hsiun-nu and its early activi-
ties. In late Eastern Han Dynasty, One branch of Nan Hsiun-nu (7 &) )
led by Qu Bei (%) had migrated to inland. But his son-Liu Meng moved
and settled to Yanmen (JE(7]) under the influence of ethnic policy of Center
Empire. Later, he run away with his people to the North of Great Wall and
mixed blood with Hsien-bei (#f #L), finally formed a new ethnic called
“Tiefo” . Tiefo Hsiun-nu gradually became a more powerful ethnic, his
early activities was mainly to scramble for Northern Tai (fR4k) with Two-
ba Hsien-bei (#7 B#f %), but at last he han ta escaped and settled down in

the region of Shuo-fang (¥ 5 ) after failure for several times. In Shuo-fang
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he mable a close contact with other northern regime and continue to struggle
with Two-ba Hsien-bei. Finally, his political centre was destroyed and his
domination ended.

The second part demonstrates the establishment and development of
Hsia state. According to the situation of neighboring states in the north the
author analyses the reason why Ho-lien bo-bo (#fii% #1%)) staged a come-
back after he returned shuo-fang. After the building of Hsia regime, Ho-li-
en bo-bo made a careful analysis of the situation at that time and inner condi-
tion of Hou-ch'in (J5%), fomulated a definite and feasible target, namely
the policy of “niblling” at northern territory of Hou-ch’in . Under the guid-
ance of the policy, he finally occupied Chang’an ({& %) which is the capital
of Hou-ch’in, after attacking more than teen years. Without choosing
Chang’an as the capital unexpectedly he returned to Tong Wan (4 J7).
The author explained the reason by analyzing the political situation what the
Hsie state face and the development stage he was in.

The third part discusses the decline of Hsia state and its influence. In
this part the author analyses its ruling policy after its establishment. Eco-
nomically, because of the influence at the beginning of its establishment and
the ruler’s grasslands feelings, hsia state didn’t lay stress on the agriculture
to realize the transformation. Politically, the ruler was so crucl and luxurious
that the state was on the decline at the climax of its development. In addi-
tion, this part expounds the direction of T’ie-fo Hsiun-nu. On the base of
this discussion, the author analyses the state’s effect in the history of China
and development of the region of Shuo-fang.

The fourth part expounds the political and military policy. The author
illustrates the central system of post and rank in Hsia state followed the sys-
tem after Wei and Jin (%) . But the system in different dynasties has
different characteristics, that is, flexible and practical. As to the system of
local administration, the relevant documents and archeological materials
prove that Hsia state set up counties, but their function and improvement are

bo be studied further.
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The fifth part sets forth its economy, culture and social life. Before and
after its foundation, T’ie-fo Hsiun-nu mainly went in for nomadic economy,
its agriculture was engaged in by other nations in pieces. One of the impor-
tant teasons the state destroyed is the state didn’t finish its economic trans-
formation and and resulted in its weak economic base.

The sixth part studies its capital, Tong wan city. The author mainly
discusses the discovery of relics, the reason why T'ie-fo Hsiun-no chose
Tong wan city as its capital, the relation ship between Tongwan city and Da
city (KI®), the basic layout of Tongwan city and its influence on the later
generation.

All in all, after T’ie-fo Hsiun-nu formed, with the rapid development of
its influence the nation set up its political power by virtue of its strong mili-
tary force. As one of the powerful states in the north, the ruler made efforts
on some aspects, but the limitation my itself determines that the brilliant

Hsia state is doomed to perish during the historical period of sixteen states.
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
