time, and led the reforming movement during the Taihe age,
which promoted the Hanize of the TuoBa Tribe. All the social
background, TuoBa’s living experience, the origin, form, basic
content and influence of TuoBa’s thought are stressed in the book
which reveals the important position of the Taihe reforming move-
ment in Chinese history and some rule of development and pro-

gress of minority in ancient China.
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
