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A Brief Introduction

This book studies the life, the philesophical and religious
thought as well as the poetic art of Tsongkhapa,the great philoso-
pher, master of religious practice, and poet in the middle age of
Tibet. The authors divide Tsongkhapa’s life into three periods, and
give a detail analysis on some important events during each period. .
Giving stress to Tsongkhapa’s philosophy, the authors trace back to
the historical origins of Tsongkhapa’s thought at first, and then
from three aspects, the authors generalize the distinguishing feature
of Tsongkhapa’s thought by means of explaining what Tsongkhapa
said in his most important works and examining the differences be-
tween the original meaning of Indian masters and Tsongkhapa’s un-
derstanding. The authors also generalize and explain Tsongkhapa’s
thought of Tantra practice. In the last part of this book, the au-
thors examine the religious meanings and the aesthetical values of

Tsongkhapa’s poems.
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
