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Abstract

As one of Guangzhou Blue Books, Annual Report on Urban Construction of Guangzhou in
China (2011) jointly compiled by Guangzhou University and Guangzhou Municipal Land
Resources and Housing Administrative Bureau is listed in the “National Book Series”
and publicly issued nationwide. Has been published for six years in succession, this report
consists of eight parts, namely, General Review, Planning, Real Estate Development,
Old Urban Area Renovation, Housing Safeguard, Urban Management and Relics
Protection and collects the research achievements of many experts specialized in research
of urban problems, scholars and workers iri practical departments in Guangzhou. Besides,
it is an important reference for vast number of scientific researchers, government staff and
the public to understand the urban development status of Guangzhou.

This report reveals that Guangzhou’s urban construction steadily driven by “ Asian
Games” in 2010, has achieved remarkable results in terms of energy efficiency of
building, obviously improved the urban environmental and sanitary conditions and
honored the promise of “bluer sky, cleaner water, more smooth road, more aesthetic
building and more beautiful city”. The policies for real estate have been properly
adjusted, and the bubble index of real estate price is lower than 30% and it is still within
the relatively rational and controllable scope. The public involvement in the urban
construction and management process has been increasingly raised, and “inquiries about
government affair via network” have become a common practice.

Looking into 2011, urban development of Guangzhou is favored by the good top-level
design, development of Nansha District and other opportunities, but also challenged by the
bottleneck of urban construction and management in the “ Post-Asia-Games” era,
tremendous traffic pressure, rise in real estate price and many other problems. Therefore, it
is advised to expedite the establishment of trans-departmental coordination and cooperation
mechanism, properly make urban planning, optimize the urban spatial structure, strengthen
the urban management to be more scientific and refined, consolidate the urban ecological
environment, adopt diverse modes to solve the difficult problem of fund for both urban and
rural construction, propel the scientific planning and give priority to the public transit so as
to ease the traffic pressure during the urban construction and management in the future.
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
