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Preface

The Kind-for-Cash Reform of the Distribution of Housing, Health
Insurance, Educational Resources and Official Cars and Relative
Reforms in Guizhou Province: Researches and Experiments (hereinafter
referred to as the Project) is a large research project conducted by
Guizhou Provincial Office for Economic Restfucturing (GPOER), namely
Guizhou Provincial Commission for Economic Restructuring (GPCER)
before the administrative restructuring in 2001, with financial support
from the Ford Foundation. This Project was initiated by Dr. Guo
Shuging, vice-governor of the People’s Bank of China and Director of the
State  Administration of Foreign Exchange (former vice-governor of
Guizhou Province). Wang Lanshan, deputy director of GPOER (former
director of the Division of Macro-Regulations, GPCER), prepared the
research project proposal under the direction of Dr. Guo, which was
approved by the Ford Foundation in 1999. Then a research group was
established with Chen Biyan, director of GPCER, and Liang Tiangeng,
deputy director of GPCER, as the heads. This group began relevant
research activities in 2000. Corresponding experiments were conducted in

Duyun Citv, Southern Guizhou Buvi Autonomous Prefecture, and Putuo



Office of Yunyan District, Guiyang City. After the administrative
restructuring in 2001, Chen Biyan retired and Liang Tiangeng was
transferred to the Department of Personnel, Ministry of Agriculture, as
deputy director; their successors were Wu Yue and Wang Lanshan

respectively.

This Project is intended to take the kind-for-cash reform of welfare
distribution as the masterstroke, the reform of official cars as the
breakthrough and community reform as a supplementary measure,
promote the reforms of the distribution system of housing, health
insurance, educational resources and official cars, so as to speed up the
marketization process in these fields, and change situation of short supply
of housing, health care services and educational resources to meet the
increasing demands of the people and promote the socio-economic

development in an all-round way.

In the past three years, the research group has done a lot in preparing
experiment plans in the light of the useful experiences and practices from
both at home and abroad, pursuing corresponding investigations and
researches to boost the reform and experiment. Unfortunately, however,
some proposed experiments have not vet been fully implemented because

of many other reasons. Nevertheless, this group has analyzed in real



earnest the situation, possible problems and prospects that might appear
during the experiments, and put forward policy suggestions for the reform

of the next round.

The final achievements of this Project consist of a key report and
five sub-reports: 4 Study on the Kind-for-Cash Reform of the Distribution
of Housing, Health Insurance, Educational Resources and Official Cars
in Money and Relative Reforms in Guizhou Province: the Key Report by
Li Jijun, Chen Biyan, and Wang Lanshan; 4 Research on the Housing
Distribution System Restructuring in Guizhou Province by Cﬁen Biyan; 4
Research on the Restructuring of the Distribution System of Health
Insurance in Guizhou Province by Wang Lanshan and Chen J langang; A4
Study on the Educational Resources Distribution System Restructuring in
Guizhou Provice by Ding Fan; 4 Research on the Official Car
Distribution System Restructuring in Guizhou Province by Wu Qingxin;
and A4 Research on the Community Construction in Guizhou Province by
Zeng Guogqiang. All the six reports have been read, examined and revised
by Chen Biyan and Wang Lanshan. After the key report being finished,
we invited experts of the familiar fields to give advices on the key report,
and according to their advices, we modified the report and make the final

version of the:report.
