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Abstract Behind the economic miracle, China’s regional disparity is becom-
ing larger and persistent, and the east-west gap is one of the important com-
ponents of China’s regional disparity. Based on the analysis to the evolution
and influences of east-west gap in China, this book tried to find an effective
way to narrow such gap.

Based on the observation of evolution of east-west gap and the review of
global experience, this book separates all influences of east-west gap into six
channels, then use a combination of theoretic and empirical methods to study
the evolution from the angle of different channels separately,

After that, this book integrate the all six channels into an systematical
explanation, summarize all objective historical causes of east-west gap and
current constraints of the reduction of it. And in the end, we give the policy

recommendations for balanced development between east and west.
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
