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Abstract

2010 is the last year of Eleventh Five Year Plan and also the beginning year of
Beijing’s World Cities Strategy. Beijing Economy recovered and the overall situation
continued to run well; people’s livelihood improved; employment continued to
increase; urban infrastructure and environmental construction advanced steadily, urban-
rural area are developing as expected.

In the first three quarter of 2010, Beijing economy continued upturn, grew high
and ran steadily; investment maintained rapid growth; consumer market performed
actively. Beijing improved the quality of economic development and the industrial
structure has been optimized, independent innovation was promoted further and energy
consumption was reduced.

The foundation of social development consolidated further, people’s livelihood has
improved steadily. In 2010, urban and rural residents’ income has been steadily
increasing ; employment improved; social security level has got sustaining growth, social
security standards have been improved further; more public house have been built,
with a sustaining expanding of protection scope.

Infrastructure construction has speeded up, urban environment has improved.
Beijing have speeded up the traffic infrastructure such as the road, the rail, the
integrated transport hub and bus station very rapidly in 2010; air quality continued to
improve.

The coordinated development of urban and rural areas in Beijing has achieved new
progress in 2010. Public resources have been reallocated from urban area to rural area,
and this kind of policy has strengthened to guarantee a balanced development between
urban area and rural area. More and more agricultural labor forces have transfer to urban
area and non-agricultural industries. Agriculture kept steadily growth supported by
technology and finance. Management and development of urban fringe area have been
taken as an important breakthrough for solving difficult problems of urban-rural
integration. Various types of infrastructure in rural areas have accelerated again, which
promoted the urban-rural equalization of access to public services, modern agriculture
system has improved constantly, and social development in rural areas also has improved

rapidly.



Beijing’s Urban-Rural Development in 2010 wholly turned to be better, but there
still existed some problems, such as: the follow-up effects of inflation and crises,
which affected Beijing’s economic development and people’s living standards; market
environment need to be regulated, market dynamism and innovation need to be
improved; Beijing as a whole still has low efficiency, the ecological environment is not
optimistic, the level of livable city need to be improved; Rural development still cannot
meet the requirements of residents and World Cities standards. In 2011, which is the
beginning year of Twelfth Five Year Plan, Beijing need to speed up the transformation
of economic developmental pattern, promote the scientific development of the Capital,
continue to improve social protection and social development, and improve people’s
livelihood. Looking to the future, Beijing is expected to ease traffic congestion and to
improve the level of livable city and the degree of operating efficiency. Crucial tasks
such as urban fringe area transformation and construction will be completed, Beijing will

move to a new stage of the coordinated urban-rural development.
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
