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Abstract

The newly discovered Kou Yin Man Lu (Record of the
Sound of Fledgling), a poetical collection of LU Xixing, is a
very important and valuable document which could make good
omissions of other collections such as Quan Ming Shi, Quan Ming
Wen, Quan Ming Ci and the Addition to Quan Ming Ci. Moreover
this collection is helpful for us to discern the life, intercourse,
literature and ideas of Lu Xixing, the initiator of the Eastern
school of Taoist inner alchemy practices. In this paper I will
combine the life and writing of Lu Xixing and try to introduce the
writing period and contents of Kou Yin Man Lu. In the end I will
discuss the value of this collection on philology.
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
