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Beijing is the national political center, all levels of
administrative units including national level, city level, region
level, street level, as well as field offices in Beijing are throughout
the city. In this book, the administration space means the
venues and lots that the administrative units occupy. They are
the important components of urban public space. The common
image created by the administration space has become part of
urban culture; on the other hand, the administration space is the
conmmunication of nation and the community, also the connection
of government and the public.

This book has inspected the morphological features of
administration space as an integral part of urban public space in
terms of administration communication. After a brief review of the

development, the book tells the situation of administration space
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in brief, including the basic characteristics, the overall distribution,
space classification and spatial patterns as well as the contemporary
problems reflections. Five different types of administration
space expedition is the focus of this book. Summing up all the
main features of model space including history, communication
and organizational characteristics, a space analysis model is
established.

On the basis of analysis on various types, this book pointed
out that with the political and economic development, the
administration space already exceeded the restrictions of traditional
factors such as the administration level. On the other hand, the
space still follows the “path dependence” model. Finally, the
development direction of the administration space is put forward in

the future with the urban planning perspective.
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
