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Abstract

In 2009, although the worsening global economic crisis has been suppressed for the
time being, but the underlying contradictions of the global economic and politics have not
been mitigated yet. The contradiction between North and South are still sharp, the prob-
lems of ecological crisis and climate warming have no signs of solution. 1In this case, the
Marxist studies prosper unprecedentedly, leftist politics is very active. In 2009, global
warming, economic crisis, another global, 21st century socialism, communism are hot-
test issues for Marxist studies.

First, there are a series of influential international academic conference around the
world, the most important ones are; “Marxism 2009 : a festival of resistance” and Sixth
Historical Materialism Annual Conference. * Another World is Necessary; Crisis, Strug-
gle and Political Alternatives Historical Materialism™ in UK, Rethinking Marxism 2009
conference: “New Marxian Times " in United States, Fifth International Conference on
the Work of Karl Marx and the challenges of the 21st century in Cuba, these activities
greatly stimulated people’s interest in Marxist theory, awaken socialist and communist po-
litical enthusiasm.

Second, the Marxist analyses of current economic crisis are more deepen today,
these interpretations can be divided into three kinds: financial crisis, economic crisis,
synthetic crisis. The current economic crisis not only marks the bankruptey of neo—liberal
globalization ideology, but also provides new opportunity for the revolutionary politics.

Third, in the condition of economic crisis, reflections of socialism and communism
have become more urgent in the circle of Marxist and radical lefts. Socialism and commu-
nism are considered as a fundamental way to solving the current crisis, they are only
future society that fit to human nature and ecological requirement.

Fourth, the current crisis of capitalism not only lead to new exploration of *another
globalization™ | also stimulated new interest in Marxist theory. It is increasingly recog-
nized that Marx was a pathologist of capitalist society and a pioneer of the future society.
In our times, no Marx, we will fall into a state of aphasia. In the reflections of Marxism
historical materialism, critique of political economy, dialectics, bibliographic studies on
works of Marx and Engels are most important fields. The roles of Marxism in cultural theo-
ry, religion studies, ethics, anthropology, theory of technology, theory of party and
politics also have been full examined and commented.

Fifth, the figures of western Marxist tradition attract many attentions for scholars

among them, discussion on Gybrgy Lukacs, Antonio Gramsci, Louis Althusser, and

Walter Benjamin’s thoughts are the most intensive. Their thoughts do not only enrich the
Marxism, but also are relevant to diagnosis of the current crisis and exploration of post—

capitalist social order.
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
