A Brief Introduction

Lu Buwei was a singular personage at a critical time in Chi-
nese history. Although the book, Lu Shi Chun Qiu, of which he
was the editor-in-chief was written by a number of schelars, it re-
flected his political stand, viewpoint and method of writing.

The present book contains eight chapters, describing Lu’s
life, achievements, and the background of society in which he
lived, analyzing the relationship between his book and the theo-
ries put forward by other scholars at the time, expounding the po-
litical concepts, society, history, philosophy, science and tech-
nology stated in Lu Shi Chun Qiu, and evaluating the historical
status and influence of the book.

The appraisals of Lu and his book varied greatly at different
historical periods, and so far no final conclusion has been
reached. However, I wish I can make an all-round appraisal of

the book in the spirit of seeking truth from facts.
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
