: Abstract > \

The purpose of this article is to compare and evaluate the ethics of Idalism,
Realism, Experimentalism, and the philosophical thought of Dr. Sun Yet-sen, and
from this analysis it may provide some implications to improve our moral education.
It is focused on the four basic issues of the ethics including: (1)moral judgment;
(2)moral standard; (3)moral cognition; (4)moral actualization.

The conclusion is as follows:

1.1t should be realized that the cultivation of moral ideal and behavior are both
important for our moral education.

2.Dr. Sun Yet-sen's moral ideal should be insisted to be the ultimate and best
goal of our moral education.

3.1t should be stressed to make the cognition of moral ideal more correctly and
objectively through the teaching method, the environmental education, and learning
materials.

4.1t should stimulate and motivate the students the willing and favor to accept

the moral ideal deeply and to act it through living naturally.
