Notes

1. Dialogue 1 is more informal as it is between young friends. Dialogue 2 is more formal as it

is between strangers and, possibly, business partners. Dialogue 3 is informal when Jack is

talking to his Mum but formal when Tom is addressing jack’s mother.

2. In introducing someone to others, it is customary to add a few words about that person’ s
background. In Dialogue 2, for example, Linda introduces Charles Green to Paul and adds

that the former is the sales manager.
