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In the book, the approaches of
law-economics analysis, l|aw—socio-
logical analysis, normative analy-
sis are coordinatedly adopted to
investigate the basic theory of the
design of real rights institution
and the basic institution of real
rights is investigated especially
Part one focuses on the basis of
real rights institution , especial-
ly on political basis, economic ba-
sis and social basis, so as to es—
tablish a real rights system in
accordance with the Public owner-
ship system of China; part two de-
velops basic principles and con-
cepts of real rights law; part
three discusses redesigning the
real property right system—a system
based on Land-using rights: and
part four deals with the system de-
signing of some particular chattel
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
