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FOREWORD

Gu Yuan

The Central Academy of Fine Arts was founded on April I, 1950, when the contingent of
teaching staff was composed of many outstanding artists: the teachers from the former Peking Art
School led by Mr. Xu Beihong, the art workers from the former Lu Xun Institute of Literature and
Art and the former Huabei United Universities in the old liberated areas, and the others who were
all masters and specialists. Since the establishment of the Academy, a number of budding young
artists chosen from graduates of all previous years have been becoming the teaching staff in suc-
cession. In the past forty years there have been about two hundred teachers who taught and teach
at the Academy early or late. They hailed from all corners of the country and joined together for a
common aspiration, which is, exerting all their strength for the educational undertakings of art of
New China, creating for the broad masses of the people, and offering the lofty nourishment for the
mind. :

Besides teaching in the classrooms, our teachers always plunge into the thick of people’s life.
Every year they go right to the front line of construction, for example, the countrysides, factories,
companies, forestry centres, fishing villages and the pastoral areas, where they live together with
the labouring masses in order to understand what the people think and how the people feel. And
then they may be inspired by the fiery life so that they can create artistic works imbued with rich
features of our age and flavour of life. In respect of artistry we maintain that of assimilating all of
the splendid cultural heritage in line with the guiding principles of “making the past serve the pre-
sent and foreign things serve China”, and of “letting hundred flowers blossom, weeding through
the old to bring forth the new”. The first president of the Academy Mr. Xu Beihong said, “Talking
of the traditional technique of painting, we should keep its fine qualities, inherit its quintessence,
reform its weakness, overcome its shortcomings and integrate the adoptable skill of Western paint-
ing into it.” During the past forty years we have been teaching and creating in accordance with the




above—mentioned principles. Thereupon, we created many artistic works loved by the broad mas-
ses of the people. The tree of our art strikes deep root in the land of the Chinese people’s life, yet
its branches and leaves stretch to the vast world.

However, the Academy met with several times of obstruction and disruption caused by “left”
and right deviations, especially, was destroyed by the ten—years “Great Cultural Revolution” when
both of teaching and creating were brought to a standstill. The Third Plenary Session of the
Eleventh Central Committee of the Party brought us a very mild spring. The Academy is now full
of vitality, and the new works have sprung up like mushrooms. Today, our matherland has entered
a new stage of development in the socialist construction. Under the leadership of the Party, the
people throughout the country are striving to build the socialism infused with Chinese colour. We
are also striving to run the Academy better, at the same time, to create more and better artistic
works infused with socialist Chinese colour.

In accordance with an original plan, an album should have been published on the occasion of
the 35th anniversary of the Academy in 1985. Now we would like to offer this album, which has
been postponed for five years, to our dear readers who are concerned about the development of the
Academy. This album, in which all the works were arranged in order of dates and selected by the
artists themselves, contains supreme examples of art works from the past 40 years of the Central
Academy of Fine Arts, and provides the readers an opportunity to see our artistic style and
orientation, as well as the supersession and development of our contingent of teachers.

We are grateful to the People’s Fine Arts Publishing House, for all the help they provided us
with. And, on the occasion of the publication of the album, we hope that the reading public will
not spare their valuable criticism and comments,
