Cheng took the crown.While at play with Shuyu in a yard, the boy
emperor presented Shuyu a tang treeleal and imperiously declared that he
would make him the duke of Tang State.His words were recorded by an
official standing in attendance nearby. This official later reminded the
emperor of his words and asked him to abide by it because emperors had no idle
words. Thus, Shuyu became the Duke.” Shuyu governed the state wisely. To worship
the wise duke, a memorial temple was built at the most beautiful place of the Tang State,
which was called Tang Shuyu Memorial Temple, after his death. Shuyu's son came into
power and renamed the staie Jin because his land was the source of the Jin River.  No one
is sure when the memorial temple was first built, but the earliest record can be found in the
book of Shui Jingzhu, written by geographer Li Daoyuan during the Northern Wei Dynasty some
1,500 years ago. He wrote:"West of the ponds, at the edge of mountains and rivers lies Tang
Shuyu Memorial Temple. in which the prosperous spring flows near odd pavilions and the
L4 flying bridge crosses over jade-like water.”
