2. Irish Republican Army (IRA, & RZ &£/ %)
A national organization devoted to the integration of Ireland as a complete and inde-

pendent unit. Organized by Michael Collins from remnants of rebel units dispersed after
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the Easter Rebellion in 1916, it was composed of the more militant members of the Irish

Volunteers, and it became the military wing of the Sinn Fein party.

In 1969 the IRA split into two groups, the majority, or “officials” , advocating a u-
nited socialist Ireland but disavowing terrorist activities, and the “ provisionals” , claiming
terrorism as a necessary catalyst for unification.
