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Abstract: Can language be planned? This paper gives a positive
response. In the development of ethnic language the deliberate human
influence is very important and profitable. Language planning focuses
itself on comprehensive optimization of human language problems.
Planed language can be considered as the highest-grade product of lan-
guage planning. In fact, there exist great similarities of human deliber-
ate influence on both planned and ethnic languages. In the paper we

also discuss the constructed criteria and classifications of planned lan-
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
