American Law Review (the “ALR”) is a joint publishing effort
by the US-China Lawyers Society (USCLS), Cornell Law School in
the United States, and China University of Political Science and
Legal Studies (CUPL), People’ s University Law School, and
Xiamen University Law School in China. John Marshall Law School
has also indicated its interest in becoming a joint sponsor. It is the
first and currently the only periodical published in China that is
dedicated to the introduction of the evolution and current
developments of American law to readers in China. It is to be
printed, published, and distributed quarterly in Chinese by China
Law Press, a leading legal publisher in the People’ s Republic of
China, at its own cost.

Its content covers a broad scope of subjects, ranging from
introduction of significant new legislations, case-law updates; to
summary of evolution and recent innovations of legal doctrines and
theories, book reviews of important scholarly works, structural and
operational innovations of court systems, biographies of leading
jurists, news of academic and professional exchanges between legal
communities in China and in the United States.

Readers include judges and other officials of the Chinese
judiciary, practicing attorneys, law school faculty and researchers of
other academic institutions, law students, in-house counsel of major
Chinese corporations, and legislative staff for the Chinese
legislatures at the national and provincial levels, etc. We hope the
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publication will enhance the rule of law in China and create more

opportunities for Chinese readers to understand the basic beliefs and

tenets underlying the American legal system, and how it functions.

Diversity and Conciseness. This publication is not a compilation
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of proceedings or an academic law review containing in-depth
analysis, but aimed to introduce current developments;

Compliance with U.S. and Chinese copyright laws.

The ALR is a sister publication of the European Law Review,
also published by China Law Press. The European Law Review has
received favorable feedback from law professionals in China. Its
success in part is due to the co-sponsorship from European schools —
the Institute of European—Asian Laws, Universite De Droit,
D’ economie Et Des Sciences; Aix-Marseille I11.

We welcome contributions of articles, comments and criticism,
or any other kinds of support and participation from all who are
interested in legal exchanges between the United States and China
and promotion of rule of law in China, the dual objectives of this
project. Contributions in Chinese language will be preferred.
Submissions in English will be published if the subject matters are
timely, consistent with the theme(s) of the particular issue, and
translators are available.

Together, let’ s improve the quality of this publication and
make it an instrument to expand the knowledge and understanding

of American law among Chinese readers.
