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Preface
Zhong Gan Quan

The draft written by Lu Qu Qi on the art works of his
father, the master artist Lu Zishu, is on my desk. He had
insisted that [ write a preface for the monograph. To be
frank, I didn't dare to do so because I know little about
calligraphy and painting, and more important, that his fa-
ther was a famous master of the time. When the draft was
handed to his hometown, he again insisted on the solicita-
tion in great earnestness and I felt embarrassed. But I con-
sidered otherwise, the monograph is not an artist mono-
graph and the artistic accomplishment of Master LU is the
pride of his fellow townsmen, and it is natural that they
respect and admire the late virtuoso, advocate and encour-
age arts, and memorize him.

The famous painter and calligrapher Lu Zishu was born
in Luwu Village of Humen in the early 1900s, and was fa-
mous by the later period of the century. He was died at the
age of 78. With his effort in his whole life, he had dedi-
cated himself to art creation, education and admiration,
getting great skill, accomplishment and attainment in cal-
ligraphy and painting. In his twenties, he had already en-
tered the field of painting and made himself conspicuous.
Afterwards, he was well known in Guangdong, Hong Kong,
Shanghai and Beijing by his fine works one after another.
At the same time he took over the traditional ways, he ad-
vocated innovation and creation, paid great effort in orga-
nizing and pushed along the study of traditional Chinese




painting in Guangdong, in which he _had made great
achievement. After founding of the People’s Republic of
China, he was engaged in culture and history study, and
was particularly specia lized in identification of ancient
calligraphic works and paintings with his insight and rich
knowledge. His attainment was appreciated by the people
in the field of calligraphy and painting. At the grand exhi-
bition of Chinese hundred-vear calligraphy and painting,
his calligraphic works and paintings had entered the
top palace of art and he was ranked among virtuosos. This
distinguished honor invariably earns admiration of the
people and his artistic achievement had added a bright
spot for his hometown.

Then, [ think of the humane study of Dongguan.

In deed, Humen is featured by its long historical and
solid humane background. If people say "(Qujiang was the
most flourishing home of talents in Guangdong in the pre-
vious times, then no place would ranked before Dongguan
in the present age” (QQiu Jun, a scholar in Ming Dynasty),
then Humen is most numerous in talents than other places
of Dongguan. Probably because of the blessing of the grand
nature, here the land is beautiful and auspicious; and prob-
ably because of the push by the history, the land had nur-
tured up persons of outstanding ability generation after
generation. It goes without saying that the bright pages ol
Chinese modern history was written from here as the
beginning, plenty of officials and people of moral courage
and deep learning had originated here in dynasties of Song,
Yuarn, Ming and Qing. Owing 1o the nourishing of national
culture, the spirit of "dare to be pioncer of the world" had
carly been nurtured: a common people Tan Qing Hai went
to the capital to submit Three Major Memorials o throne,
who was recommended an important official to garrison
the frontier by Qi Ji Guang a famous general in resist-
ing ancient Japanese pirates; To seek for food source and
alleviate food shortage of the people, the fellow villager
Chen Yi was the first Chinese going overseas to introduce
sweet potato to China; He Ru introduced advanced tech-
nology to made canon for the country to garrison the fron-
tier and resist invaders; ....The blood and smoke of gun-
powder of Opium War fully reflected the unyielding spirit
of the Chinese nation and (ully demonstrated their self-
improving patriotic spirit, In the long corridor of person-
ages of the past hundred years, personages from Dongguan




include Wang Chong Hui the founder of Chinese law
science, Wang Chong You the "father of Chinese
mineralogy, Jiang Guang Nai a famous general in anti-
Japanese war, and so on and so forth. And now national
athletes, scientist stars are spring up form this auspicious
land one alter another.

Culture is the nutrition for talents and the energy to
push the society forwards. Today when we step in the age
of intelligence economy, the power of culture is even more
and more important. For people in modern times, the first
thing to do is to heighten the cultural and civilization level
of the people before the main current of modern life can
be led and modern urban development can be pushed
forwards. Therefore, cultural development determines the
historical position of an area or a city. Whether or not com-
petition in economy and development of a city are successful
would frequently depend on culture. Humen had won
yesterday, and it has to win tomorrow.

The contribution of Mr. LU Zishu to Chinese calligra-
phy and painting undoubtedly leaves for his hometown a
spiritual heritage of exerting oneself and progress, and adds
a cultural nutrition to Humen. For this reason, the People's
Government of Humen had sponsored the exhibition of his
artistic achievement. Today, an exclusive hall is set up in
the historic Memorial Park of Zhu Zhi Xin for permanently
exhibiting the artistic activities and works of him. The pur-
pose of these is to enlighten and inspire the successors, to
promote our fine national culture, o incorporate things of
diverse nature for creati on of modern culture, thus to step
further from the historical background and create new
image of the town, to bring up distinguished people in dif-
ferent fields and to add more light to the glory of China.
