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Sexual dysfunction can influence the social interaction,
well - being and quality of life, and the precise incidence of
them are difficult to establish, but recent studies have indicated
that their occurrence in Asia is considerably higher than previ-
ously thought. It appears likely that scientific research includ-
ing new clinical trials in world — wide including China have re-

alized great results in this scientific field, such as adrenorecep-

g : tor — mediated motor responses in corpus cavernosum, neuro-
transmitters in CNS systems, meanings of many factors contrib-

uting to the development of sexual dysfunction including aging, chronic diseases such as diabetes

mellitus, and cardiovascular disease, lifestyle factors on smoking and alcohol consumption.

On the other hand, the study of sexual function has long history in China. In particu-
lar, studies on sustaining sexual function throughout life as well as on the prevention of ag-
ing and attainment of longevity have been conducted from before recorded time. As a re-
sult, a variety of therapeutic have been developed and handed down over generations to be-
come part of the Chinese medicine we know today.

Professor Jihong Liu, author of this textbook on sexual dysfunction, is both urologist
and scientist in young generation of China. Also, he is one of my important friends and
stayed in Osaka as my co — worker ten yeras ago. I am convinced that this textbook will be
extremely useful not only for specialist for andrology and urology, but also for general clini-
cians, young investigators and medical students in China preparing to specialize in this field.

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This monograph addresses various entities of hoth male and
female sexual dysfunction. As an important beginning the
anatomy and physiology of sexual function is demonstrated.

Nevertheless, it seems to be heroic endeavor by Dr. Liu to put all
these things together to facilitate the reader of the books to share the experience of truly ex-

cellent meaning of known experts in the very important field of sexual dysfunction.
