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New procedures for submitting papers
to the ASA — CSSA -SSSA’s Annual Meetings

Are you planning to present a poster paper, oral paper, or Software Scene paper at the
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Oct. 21 - 25, 2001 ASA - CSSA -SSSA’ s Annual Meetings in Charlotte, North Carolina? If
the answer is yes, read this article carefully

a lot has changed. For starters, the deadline
dates for Title - Summary Forms and Annual Meetings Abstracts have been pushed back ——
giving you more time! While more time has been given to complete the forms, unlike previous
years , starting in 2001 the deadlines will be strictly enforced. There is no room for extensions
with these deadlines. Authors will have an additional two weeks to submit their Title —

Summary Forms. In addition, authors have an extra four weeks to submit their abstract.
Title — Summary Forms

A Title - Summary Form must be submitted for each and every paper. The Title —
Summary Form is available only via the Internet at any of these Websites: www.soils.org,
WWW . Crops.org, or www.agronomy.org. If you are presenting a poster paper, oral paper, or
Software Scene paper, you miust submit an electronic Title -~ Summary Form via the Internet
no later than 2:00 pm CDT (Center District Time) on Friday, Mar. 30, 2001 . Anyone
presenting a poster paper, oral paper, or Software Scene paper must submit a Title - Summary
Form by the deadline. Even if your paper is invited, you must submit the Title -~ Summary
Form by the deadline.

Unlike past years, there will be no grace period for acceptance of any late Title -
Summary Forms. This means that wherever you live, you must have your Title — Summary
Form electronically submitted by the deadline. This is especially important to note by authors
located outside the United States.

You will receive a Title -~ Summary Confirmation from the headquarters office once your
Title - Summary Form is processed. Your Title - Summary Confirmation will be sent to you
within two weeks of your submission date. You are also encouraged to check the on — line
database to see if your paper has been posted to the database. To check the database, go to one
of the Websites listed above and click on Annual Meeting. As soon as the convention page
loads, click on Databases .

Annual Meetings Abstracts

An abstract is required for all wolunteered papers. Authors of invited papers are exempt
from this requirement if they so desire. Directions on abstract submission are included with
each Title — Summary Confirmation. Abstracts will only be accepted via the Internet.

This year the deadline date for abstract submission is 2:00 pm CDT on Wednesday, Aug .
1, 2001 . Immediately after the deadline passes, volunteer papers without abstracts will be
removed from the program without notification to the authors. There will be no extension of
the abstract deadline.

Authors who have submitted their abstract by the deadline will be allowed to submit
modifications of an existing abstract until 2:00 pm CDT on Friday, Sept. 14, 2001 . If you
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want to modify your abstract, all you need to do is resubmit it with the corrected data. You can
resubmit your abstract as often as you like until the final deadline of 2:00 pm CDT on Friday,
Sept. 14, 2001 . So what does this really mean? It simply means that you should make sure
that you get your abstract submitted only via the Internet by 2:00 pm CDT on Wednesday,
Aug. 1, 2001 . That way your paper is not in jeopardy of being automatically withdrawn from
the program. Remember, you can still modify the existing abstract by resubmitting the abstract
with revised data. You can keep sending revised abstracts until 2:00 pm CDT on Friday,
Sept. 14, 2001 .

Starting with the meetings in Charlotte, all annual meetings abstracts will be archived on
the ASA - CSSA - SSSA’ s convention home pages. For example, in Indianapolis, IN, in
2002, you will be able to access the Indianapolis as well as Charlotte abstracts. The abstract
database will continue to grow each year and serve as an excellent reference site. The on ~ line
abstracts will be accessible via a password. The cost for the on - line abstracts is $ 16. You ¢an
order the on - line abstracts on your 2001 membership renewal statement or through the ASA -
CSSA - SSSA’ s Book Order Department.
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Second Call for Papers—2001 Annual Meetings

1. Classes of Papers: Papers are classified as volunteered, if offered in response to a
general call for papers, or as invited. Papers may be presented in either poster or oral sessions
or as a computer demonstration in the Soft — ware Scene. Invitations to present symposium or
special session papers may be issued by a division program chair.

2. Membership Requirement: For volunteered papers, at least one author must hold
active, graduate student, emeritus, or sustaining membership in ASA -~ CSSA - SSSA. The
membership requirement is waived for invited papers. In special cases the membership
requirement may be waived by the respective Society program chair on request from the division

program chair.
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3. Registration: All persons presenting papers must be registered as an annual meetings
attendee. )

4. Limits on Number of Papers and Presentation of Papers:

a. Number of Papers. A person can be a senior author on up to two different volunteered
papers: one oral paper and one poster paper; not two oral papers or two poster papers. The
senior author is the first author listed on the paper. If the person was outside of North America
for the previous meetings and thus could not attend the meetings, the person may be a senior
author on up to two volunteered papers; both oral, both posters, or one of each. A person can
be a junior author on an unlimited number of volunteered papers. Invited papers are not
included in this regulation.

b. Presentation of Papers. No person can present more than two volunteered papers
regardless of the number of papers on which the person appears as an author; however, if the
other authors of a paper can not attend the meetings because of residence outside of North
America, the attending author may present up to three volunteered papers. Invited papers are
not included in this regulation. When there is more than one author on a paper, the presenter is
noted by an asterisk behind the last name. If the presenter is not identified when the Title -
Summary Form is submitted, the corresponding author will then be recorded as the presenter.

5. Title - Summary Form: One copy of your Title - Summary Form for all papers must be
received at the ASA ~ CSSA - SSSA Headquarters Office no later than 2:00 pm CST, Friday,
March 30, 2001. No forms accepted after the deadline.

6. Poster Presentation: Members of all divisions are encouraged to present poster papers.
The Societies’ desire is to have 50% or more of all papers presented as poster papers. The
poster papers are grouped into sessions by the division program chairs. Poster papers are
displayed for a full day. Authors are present for a two — hour period, indicated in the meetings
program, to explain data, answer questions, etc. Poster material must fit within the display
size which is 4424 high by 91" wide less a 3" X 6” area in the upper left hand corner that is used
for the poster number. The display size for some division posters is one — half of the poster
board (approximately 44%4 high by 454" wide) . You will receive a letter if your poster board
size is not the regular (approx. 4" X 8') size Computer display equipment, sound or
projection equipment , or free —standing displays are not permitted .

7. Oral Presentation: Volunteered papers are allotted a total of 15 minutes (including
discussion if any) . Invited papers, special discussion sessions, or symposia may be scheduled
in integral multiples of 15 minutes. The first 5 minutes of each half — day session are allocated
to the presiding officer for procedural and introductory remarks. Thereafter, a rigid time
schedule of 15 — minute increments will be used for most sessions. All sessions have one data
projector , one 35 ~mm slide projector , one overhead projector, one laser pointer, and one
projection screen . All other audiovisual requests must be submitted by email to kschlesinger@
agronomy.org no later than 4:30 pm CDT, Friday, Aug. 17, 2001.
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8. Computer Software Demonstration: Persons interested in demonstrating a computer
software paper must submit a Title -~ Summary Form no later than March 30, 2001. Please
note that authors of computer software papers use the same Title - Summary Form used for
poster and oral papers.

9, Abstract: Your abstract must be submitted on the web no later than 2:00 pm CDT on
Wednesday, Aug. 1, 2001. The deadline for receipt will be enforced. Instructions for
submitting your abstract will be included with your Title -~ Summary Confirmation that will be
sent to you. Failure to meet this deadline will result in volunteered papers being dropped from
the program. See regulation 10 for instructions on withdrawal of papers from the program. An
abstract will be requested for all invited papers, but is not required. Authors must submit
abstracts via any of the Societies’ web sites .

10. Withdrawal of Papers: An author who wishes to withdraw a paper after submitting
the title - summary form must notify the division program chair no later than 2:00 pm CDT,
Thursday, July 5, 2001, with a notification copy to the Headquarters Office.

March 30 All Title -~ Summary Forms must be received via any one of our three home
pages (listed above) no later than 2:00 pm CDT on Friday, March 30, 2001 . The site will
be shut down at this time and no papers will be accepted after this deadline .
