of some interest to modern Chinese society.
The family, above all in its religious aspect,
has been the greatest source of strength to
Chinese society and Chinese culture. The old
Chinese family, which must be an object ot
admiration, almost of worship to all sound stu-
dents of human society, for it was so beautiful
in many respects, is at present bound to become
modified. All who wish well for the future of
the Chinese nation hope that this modification
may be not so drastic as to touch the most
important relationship, that of children to
parents. The present book, which deals with
this relation, may stimulate some Chinese



students to develop the subject more fully. If
he could hope that a compurative essay on the
construction of the Chinese and European fami-
lies, or on the family in China and in Melanesia,
could be forthcoming, I should regard it that
my labours had not been in vain.

I wish to express how much I value the
work that Mr. Li An-che has put into the tran-
slation of this book.
