This is the book that I wish I had written. “Neat Tricks” has the potential to revolutionize
the way that Chinese look at English words. As a companion to a textbook it is long overdue, and
sure to garner a fast following of Anglophiles in China. Yet in its apparent simplicity is also its
genius, which is why no one ever thought of using such methods before.

The inventor of this fresh and fun approach,lecturer, editor and translator Zheng Shengtao,
has taught English to students in Fujian Province for more than a decade. He knows firsthand the
unique challenges and obstacles that Chinese students face in learning English because he taught
the language to himself before he embarked on a career of teaching it to others. In this series of
four books,you can benefit directly from his easy and engaging methods, developed and tested
with a variety of students over many years.

Mr Zheng has seen the need to combine the traditional pedagogy with methods that utilize
the very same skills Chinese students employ in learning their mother tongue. The Chinese lan-
guage learning style draws heavily on pictograms and word associations, and“Neat Tricks”shows
students how to adapt this style to achieve greater success in their study of English.

Mr Zheng’s creative,pragmatic techniques incorporate pictorial associations and story telling
to memorize spelling, pronunciation,usage,and even the difference between synonyms. The four
volumes contain 2,000 useful words and expressions,all taken from the new and old national mid-
dle school textbooks,“Junior. English for China”. Yet “Neat Tricks”transcends its role as a com-
panion text to“Junior English”;it can assist students of ANY age or ability in improving their
memorization, recall and application of English words. Even students who have already mastered
these common words can still gain valuable insights into a new learning theory and process. “Neat
Tricks” is truly indispensable for the English teacher, who can borrow the amusing stories and
practicable methods to liven up her classroom and spark students’ interest.

The first volume is divided into two sections. Part One explains more than one dozen differ-
ent approaches to memorizing words ,based on psychology ,use of all five senses, pronunciation,
grammer rules, and even lexicology. Part Two provides the first 400 words, complete with
clever, engaging explanations, certain to stick in the minds of ordinarily forgetful students. The
following three volumes all build on the foundation laid by the initial text,providing additional
words and expressions, with an endless variety of stories and associations to easily commit them
to memory. Perhaps the only drawback of “Neat Tricks” is that the book is written in Chinese,

thereby preventing foreign teachers like myself from putting its progressive methods to work in
OUR classrooms !
